Thank you to all WMTA members for
welcoming me as the new VP Membership
Chair, and another thank you to Kayme
Henkle for all of her wonderful service as the
prior chairperson. | hope you all have been
enjoying the conference and your time to
reconnect with fellow teachers and colleagues
from around the state.

In regards to our membership numbers, as of
October 19, 2009, WMTA has 478 active
members.

Of the 478 we do have 61 are
College/University, 2 are Commercial, 348
are Independent, 19 are Other, 4 are
Public/Private School, 1 is Retired and 38 are
Students. Two are unclassified.

We have 31 new members:
13 New Collegiate
15 New Members
3 New STAR 2010

We had 555 members last year, so
subtracting the new members leaves us with
aloss of 67.

Member recruitment and retention is the
responsibility of all members of MTNA. |
would like to see an increase in the number of
collegiate members for the state of Wisconsin.
Only 38 student members from the entire
state is not a very good representation of the
fine quality of collegiate musicians found at
our state and private universities. Itis
especially important for those teachers
affiliated at the college level to mentor and
speak about the importance of a professional
membership.

In the 2005-2006 year, Executive Director
Gary Ingle designed a membership
recruitment and retention plan. Its first goal
was to increase the number of independent
keyboard teacher members between the ages
of 22-35. He noted that MTNA surveys show
time and time again that people join because
a friend or colleague encouraged them to do
so. Therefore, please make a special effort to
reach out to those you know at the college
level to explain the benefits and importance
of a membership in a

WMTA LA REPORT - October 29, 2009

There are currently fourteen WMTA Local Associations
involving approximately 386 members from around
Wisconsin. Numbers are approximate, because they are
for the end of '08-'09 program year and Local
Associations may have new current totals.

There are also Collegiate Chapters on which data is
being collected, but not at hand.

This past year Local Associations were a source of
interesting, challenging, thought-provoking, practical,
hands-on programs and net-working sessions for
members in the past year designed to encourage, prod,
equip, refresh, and benefit in innumerable ways their
members. Working together to support each other and
our students is at the heart of WMTA Local Associations
and LAs across the state are actively pursuing that goal.
To that end, increasing communication and clarifying
expectations between the LA's themselves and WMTA
through the LA Chair is an ongoing project.

A list of '09-'10 Local Association Presidents is
published as part of the Conference Program. An
updated list of officers for every association is being
compiled and will be available on request or on the
WMTA Local Associations tab.

Links to individual association websites are increasing
and membership is encouraged to visit each Local
Association's site to get a full view of each. LA's are
seeing the advantages of having a website and a number
of LAs are working on website development. The LA
Google Group is functional, but doesn't get a lot of
interaction, a problem that is being explored.

The LA Luncheon on October 30th saw a distribution of
the updated Program Resource List and a calendar of
important dates/deadlines for meetings, year end reports,
awards and grant applications. Issues and concerns
brought up on end of the year reports will be discussed.
specifically: Low attendance/member participation at
monthly meetings or events, recruiting new members,
getting a higher profile in the community, dispelling
misconceptions in the community, meeting venues,
funding of programs, the cost of MTNA dues and value
received in turn, and individuals being MTNA/WMTA
members but not being members of the Local
Associations.

As LA Chair I look forward to the coming year of
increased interaction with the LAs and helping them
become the most that they can be.
